European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) & Passports

Kit List: We read through all the items on the kit list. In particular Scouts should have walking boots which are waterproof & with ankle support, so they can be worn in snow. Sleeping bags need to be at least a 3 season, 4 if they are sleeping in igloos (Andrew)

Millets will give us 20% if we purchase items in excess of £500. The same discount applies to Blacks who will also have a special late opening for us, if we are interested. Please note though that Blacks does not sell children’s clothes. Boots go down to a size 4 in the ladies (some unisex boots), men’s smallest is I think a size 8.

Some scouts wanted to know about electrical items. After reading through the Insurance policy, leaders felt that it would be a waste of everyone’s time to spend hours in a police station filling in forms should an item get lost/stolen. The compromise is; Scouts can take an item as long as the value is under £50, so a cheap MP3 would be ok but Gameboys, PSPs, iPods cannot be taken. The same principle applies to mobile phones. I hope that parents/Scouts understand and agree with the reasoning behind this decision.

Pocket money: Most things are fairly cheap in Poland so an upper limit of £20 per Scout should be enough. Sally suggested that we purchase the money through her, as we would get a good rate + no commission charges.

Additional Scout Badges

PR badge, Interpreter & Administrator badge are the 3 badges that I would think the Scouts could work towards in the lead up to our trip. The PR badge would include write ups from various fundraising events and of course an account of the trip itself. The final article would be sent to Scouting magazine.

The Interpreter badge would encourage us all to learn some Polish and I’m sure our Polish hosts would appreciate our efforts!

The Administrator badge is new and is sponsored by Nat West. Sally will be showing the scouts how to keep track of the expenses and fundraising associated with the trip. 

Neckers/Badges/Polo shirts

Some Scouts had tried on the polo shirts & the others should go ASAP (including leaders). Aidan and John came up with a superb logo & this will feature on the front of our Polo shirts. This logo could also be made up into an embroidered badge for our uniform.

Scouts also need to check that all their uniform is smart including their Group necker. 

Fundraising

We are all really delighted with the generous donation from Cotteswold Dairies who have given us £200. Equally we are delighted that Sally has suggested that the charity donation from Royal Bank of Scotland of £250.00 should also go towards the camp.

Despite the good start we still need to fundraise as the camp will be heavily subsidised.  If we raise more than is needed then this will be used to fund the second part of our BP camp when our Polish hosts visit us, sometime next year.
